Introduction

I hope you enjoy this book of post-VISTA opportunities I put together, with the help of a fellow VISTA Leader.
This list is by no means comprehensive. There are hundreds, if not thousands, of exciting programs out there. I tried to focus on opportunities that were related to VISTA service – internships at non-profits, fellowships with government, master’s programs in public policy, etc. Since many of you would like to travel after your year of service, I also looked for international volunteering opportunities. 
Most (though not all) of these programs offer some type of living allowance. I know VISTA service isn’t a great way to build a savings account, but there are a lot of ways to travel, learn, and/or serve without financing it yourself.     
Make sure to pay attention to deadlines! Applications for many of these programs are due six months to a year before the start date. They also may require personal statements, numerous references, official transcripts, etc. If you’re interested in applying to a program, get started early.
One warning - I tried to list only legitimate programs; however, I can’t guarantee any of the programs in this document. Make sure you research thoroughly and be smart!

Description
For over 50 years ARSP has been committed to working toward reconciliation and peace, as well as fighting racism, discrimination and social exclusion. Today, these aims are continued and realized through the long-term international peace service program. This is known as peace service because, in co-operation with our partners, volunteers develop their understanding of history and other cultures and societies, whilst experiencing and accepting different patterns of thought and behavior. 
ARSP started the International Program in Germany in 1995. Today there are approximately 20 volunteer placements. The volunteers come from the USA, Israel, and different European countries, including Germany itself. ARSP prefers working with volunteers from partner countries.
Learning from history means taking a stand against anti-Semitism, racism, and discrimination today. ARSP works to foster the international, interreligious and intercultural dialogue. This way we contribute to a more peaceful and just world.
Volunteers serve:
· At memorial and educational sites of former concentration camps: e.g. Dachau, Sachsenhausen, Buchenwald
· In the Berlin Jewish Community, e.g. helping the elderly
· In organizations serving refugees
· In anti-racism organizations
· In organizations serving people with disabilities
ARSP provides board, lodging, travel, language instruction, pocket money.

[bookmark: _Toc330391567]AMERICAN JEWISH WORLD SERVICE (AJWS) WORLD PARTNERS FELLOWS PROGRAM
Description
AJWS World Partners Fellowship is a partially funded award granted to recent Jewish college graduates and young professionals seeking an intensive international volunteer service experience. On the eleven-month-long program, fellows live in India and volunteer with AJWS grantees and other grassroots NGOs working at the intersection of international development and human rights. Volunteers work on projects addressing issues such as sustainable livelihoods, health, education, civil participation and community involvement in disasters and emergencies.
The fellowship is a service-learning experience, integrating the volunteer component with Jewish study and skills building. Fellows convene periodically to learn about global justice and international development, study Jewish texts and traditions that inspire this work, and engage in personal reflection and skills-building workshops with their peers.
The program is an opportunity to learn about human rights in an international context, make valuable contributions to a grassroots organization and explore the Jewish values that substantiate and motivate social justice work. Fellows return to their communities inspired by what they have seen and accomplished, and prepared to advocate for community building and social change at home and abroad.
The program provides travel to service location, a modest stipend, and emergency health insurance, Fellows are required to fundraise for AJWS.

Description
Atlas Corps is an overseas fellowship for the world's best nonprofit leaders. Our mission is to address critical social issues by developing leaders, strengthening organizations, and promoting innovation through an overseas fellowship of skilled nonprofit professionals.
The Atlas Corps Fellowship is a 12-18 month professional fellowship offered three times a year. Fellows serve full-time at host organizations in Columbia, Brazil, and Chile to develop leadership skills, and learn nonprofit best practices through the Atlas Corps Nonprofit Management Series training program and networking opportunities with other Fellows who are skilled nonprofit professionals from around the world.
Atlas Corps provides a living stipend and health insurance. Fellows are responsible for travel costs.

[bookmark: _Toc330391569]BILL EMERSON NATIONAL HUNGER FELLOWS PROGRAM
Description
The Bill Emerson National Hunger Fellows Program develops effective leaders with a deep understanding of hunger and poverty at both the local and national level that enables them to find innovative solutions and create the political will to end hunger.
Participants gather in Washington, D.C. in August for a comprehensive orientation and field training, where they learn about hunger, poverty and social inequality in the United States, the local and national programs designed to address the issues, and the various approaches to social change.
Emerson Fellows are placed for the first five months with community-based organizations all over the country.  Each host organization identifies specific goals and outcomes for the Fellows and provides the supervision and resources necessary to accomplish them. 
In mid-February, the Fellows regroup in Washington, D.C. to debrief and share their field experiences and participate in an extensive policy training to learn about national anti-hunger and anti-poverty policy work.
Fellows then work in nonprofit organizations and government agencies working on hunger and poverty policies at the national level. During their time in D.C., Fellows complete research, outreach, advocacy, and public education projects that support national policy initiatives. They also meet regularly for professional development trainings.
Fellows receive a living stipend, health insurance, and housing support during the course of the Fellowship. Upon completion, Fellows receive an end of service award and become part of the Emerson Hunger Fellows alumni community and professional network.

[bookmark: _Toc330391570]CAPITAL FELLOWS PROGRAM
Description
The Center administers four fellowship programs: Jesse M. Unruh Assembly Fellowship, Executive Fellowship, Judicial Administration Fellowship, California Senate Fellows.
These programs, known collectively as the Capital Fellows Programs, are nationally recognized. The 18 Assembly Fellows, 18 Senate Fellows, 18 Executive Fellows and 10 Judicial Administration Fellows receive an outstanding opportunity to engage in public service and prepare for future careers, while actively contributing to the development and implementation of public policy in California. The ranks of former fellows include a Justice of the California Supreme Court, members of the United States Congress and the State Legislature, a deputy director of the Peace Corps, state and local government officials, corporate executives and community leaders.
Fellows in each program work for 10 - 11 months, receive health benefits and a monthly stipend of $1972 and are employees of Sacramento State. They work as full-time members of a legislative, executive, or judicial branch office, and are typically given assignments with a significant amount of responsibility and challenges. Fellows also enroll as graduate students at Sacramento State and receive graduate units from the Sacramento State Government Department or Public Policy and Administration Program.  The enrollment fees are paid by the programs

[bookmark: _Toc330391571]CONGRESS-BUNDESTAG YOUTH EXCHANGE FOR YOUNG PROFESSIONALS
Description
The Congress-Bundestag Youth Exchange (CBYX) for Young Professionals is a full-year work-study fellowship program with a strong focus on cultural exchange. CBYX annually provides 75 young Americans with an understanding of everyday life, education, and professional training in Germany. The program begins in July and includes two months of intensive German language training (no prior German language knowledge required), four months of classroom instruction at a German university or college of applied sciences, and a five-month internship in each participant’s career field.
The CBYX for Young Professionals program is intended primarily for young adults in business, vocational, scientific, engineering, technical, and agricultural fields, though applicants from all fields are encouraged to apply. 

Participants actively participate in securing their internship positions with assistance from our partner organization in Germany, the Deutsche Gesellschaft für Internationale Zusammenarbeit, and are expected to cover incidental expenses as well as represent the United States diplomatically while abroad.

Description
NIF/SHATIL Social Justice Fellows spend 32 hours per week interning in an approved, individually-selected Israeli non-governmental organization (NGO), active in one of the following areas:
· civil and human rights;
· social and economic justice;
· environmental justice; or
· Jewish pluralism
Additionally, Fellows engage in monthly enrichment programs and periodic site visits to further develop their understanding of Israel, Israeli activism, and their role as activists both in Israel and at home.  Fellows also receive training in leadership and community development.  
Living expenses are covered by a modest stipend.

Description
The Fulbright U.S. Student Program provides grants for individually designed study/research projects.  Applicants propose their own research and/or graduate study project and find their own host affiliation. Grants to study at specific universities are also available for some host countries.

During their grants, Fulbrighters will meet, work, live with and learn from the people of the host country, sharing daily experiences.  The program facilitates cultural exchange through direct interaction on an individual basis in the classroom, field, home, and in routine tasks, allowing the grantee to gain an appreciation of others’ viewpoints and beliefs, the way they do things, and the way they think. Through engagement in the community, the individual will interact with their hosts on a one-to-one basis in an atmosphere of openness, academic integrity, and intellectual freedom, thereby promoting mutual understanding.
Fulbright scholarships are available for:
· Recent graduates:   Graduating seniors and recent Bachelor’s-degree recipients should have some undergraduate preparation and/or direct work or internship experience related to the project.
· Master's and doctoral candidates:   Graduate-level candidates must demonstrate the capacity for independent study or research, together with a general knowledge of the history, culture, and current events of the countries to which they are applying.
· Young professionals: Competitive candidates who have up to 5 years of professional study and/or experience in the field in which they are applying will be considered.

[bookmark: _Toc330391574]HUMANITY IN ACTION FELLOWSHIP
Description
Intensive and demanding, the HIA Fellowship brings together international groups of university students and recent graduates to explore national histories of discrimination and resistance, as well as examples of issues affecting different minority groups today. 
Each program is highly interdisciplinary and features daily lectures and discussions with renowned academics, journalists, politicians and activists, as well as site visits to government agencies, non-profit and community organizations, museums and memorials. The programs seek to highlight different models of action to remedy injustice.
The objective of the HIA Fellowship is to facilitate a collective exploration of the social and political roots of discrimination, as well as to provide a forum where potential solutions to some of today's most challenging issues can be considered and discussed. The programs are also intended to instill a responsibility among HIA Fellows to recognize and address the need to protect minorities and promote human rights—in their own communities and around the world. 
Fellowships are based in Amsterdam, Berlin, Copenhagen, Paris and Warsaw. HIA covers the costs of participation and accommodation during the fellowship. However, all Fellows will be responsible for financing the cost of airfare to participate in the program. HIA will cover this cost for Fellows with documented need.

Description
The IRF is an Israel-based fellowship. It is a year-long program providing gifted and highly-motivated individuals interested in a career in public service or research at the executive level (i.e. law, international affairs, government, and non-governmental organizations) with the opportunity to work in such placements in Israel. Our fellowship hopes to provide the tools which will help in the creation of a community of outstanding leaders and public servants, all of whom are passionate advocates for a sturdy and long-lasting peace in the Middle-East.
Our Fellows are not mere interns. Israel Research Fellows receive substantial levels of responsibility within organizations – be it governmental, media, or a think-tank – where he/she is placed. Each Fellow will be assigned at least one mentor to closely assist and guide the Fellow throughout the year.
Potential placements include the Prime Minister's Office, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, NGO Monitor, the National Security Council, the Jerusalem Post, as well as a host of think tanks and research centers.
Our ideal candidates are motivated, driven and interested activists with MA, PhD or Law degrees who are interested in a career in public service. It should be noted that we also consider exceptional college graduates from undergraduate degrees. Work experience is, of course, also taken into consideration.
All Fellows receive a generous stipend of at least $2,000 per month for their term of service. The exact amount depends on several factors including how many Fellows have been chosen that year.

Description
Kiva (www.kiva.org), the “hottest non-profit on the planet” according to FORTUNE magazine, is the world’s first person-to-person micro-lending website. Kiva's microfinance institution (MFI) field partners are in 60+ countries and post thousands of loans to Kiva.org every month so that individual lenders around the world can help to fund the efforts of microfinance entrepreneurs. The Kiva Fellows Program offers individuals a rare opportunity to travel abroad and witness firsthand the realities of microfinance by working directly with a Kiva field partner. The Kiva Fellow is an unpaid, volunteer-based position designed to increase Kiva's impact and to offer participants a unique insider experience into the microfinance industry. 
The Kiva Fellow is an integral part of the organization, acting as Kiva's eyes and ears on the ground and helping to extend limited resources to maximum effect. Kiva Fellows fulfill tasks set out in a workplan, defined by Kiva along with the host field partner.  Fellowships range from 10-16 weeks with the opportunity to serve multiple terms.

Description
The Mickey Leland International Hunger Fellows Program trains emerging leaders in the fight to end hunger worldwide. It is a unique two-year program that combines field and policy work.
Leland Fellows develop new skills while actively working to alleviate hunger and poverty in Asia, Africa, and Latin America. During the first year, fellows work directly to build food security in the field. In the second year, fellows apply their field experience to the design of sound development policy at the organizational, national, and international level.
In addition to their field and policy work, fellows take part in annual CHC-sponsored training sessions and a range of professional development activities aimed at further adding to their skills and expertise.
Each Leland class consists of 14-17 skilled and committed individuals. The application process for fellows is highly selective. Most Leland Fellows hold advanced degrees and have spent at least one year working or volunteering in a developing country.
CHC places fellows with organizations that make a difference both on the ground and at the policy level. Past host organizations have included the International Food Policy Research Institute (IFPRI), Mercy Corps, Helen Keller International, Land O’Lakes, Inc., the US Department of Agriculture, and the UN World Food Program.
Fellows receive a monthly stipend, health insurance, and housing and relocation allowance, during the course of the Fellowship. Upon completion, Fellows receive an end of service award and become part of the Emerson Hunger Fellows alumni community and professional network.

Description
The Peace Corps provides Volunteers for more than 75 countries that request assistance in Africa, Asia, the Caribbean, Central and South America, Europe, the Pacific Islands, and the Middle East. The Peace Corps is an independent U.S. government agency.
Approximately 4,000 new Volunteers are needed each year to join a rolling total of about 8,000 who work in a variety of areas, including:
· Education
· Youth and Community Development 
· Health and HIV/AIDS 
· Business and Information & Communication Technology
· Agriculture
· Environment
The length of service is 27 months, which includes an average of three months of in-country training that provides language, cross-cultural, technical, and health and safety skills.
Volunteers are placed where their skills match the needs of host countries. They live in the communities they serve, be it a small rural village or large urban city. Their work around the globe represents a legacy of service that has become a significant part of America’s history and positive image abroad. Their desire to make a difference has improved the lives of millions of people around the world and at home. 
Benefits include: ravel to and from country of service; medical and dental care; a monthly living allowance; language, cross-cultural, and technical training; and a “readjustment” allowance of $7,425 (pre-tax)  upon completion of service

Description
The Public Service Fellows program at the Partnership for Public Service is an opportunity for undergraduate students, graduate students and recent graduates to participate directly in transforming the way government works while developing valuable professional skills.
At the Partnership, fellows are integral to the day-to-day operations, programs and activities of our organization. We value the contributions of fellows and work to provide relevant and useful experiences in return. That’s why fellows are assigned substantive and meaningful work to support our wide variety of programs, events, and projects to help revitalize the federal government by focusing on the people working in it. Fellows’ duties vary across the Partnership’s internal teams but often include event planning and execution, conducting research, writing and preparing correspondence, and conducting outreach to external partners, such as government agencies and colleges and universities.
True to the Partnership’s emphasis on people, the fellows program incorporates opportunities for professional and personal growth through workshops and trainings specifically geared toward students and young professionals. We also strive to ensure a quality experience in terms of work and personal relationships throughout the fellowship term. All fellowships are located at the Partnership’s Office in Washington, DC. Fellows also receive the following stipends:
· Full time fellows with an undergraduate or graduate degree will receive a $1000 per month stipend.
· Full time fellows who are currently undergraduate students will receive an $800 per month stipend.
· Part time fellow stipends will be pro-rated accordingly.

[bookmark: _Toc330391580]ROBERT BOSCH FOUNDATION FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM
Description
The Robert Bosch Foundation Fellowship Program is a distinguished transatlantic initiative that each year offers twenty accomplished young Americans the opportunity to complete a comprehensive 9-to-12 month professional development program in Germany.
Bosch Fellows participate in an intensive German language training program (as needed), complete two customized work phases at leading German institutions in the public and private sectors, and meet with leaders across Germany and Europe while traveling on three professional seminar programs. 
Fellows are recruited from business administration, journalism, law, public policy and closely related fields. No German language skills are required at the time of application, however, a strong willingness and commitment to learn the language are essential.
The program is fully funded by the Robert Bosch Stiftung, one of the largest foundations in Germany, with the goal of fostering a community of American leaders who have firsthand experience in the political, economic and cultural environment of Germany and the European Union.

Description
Villers Fellows will be given the opportunity to work on a variety of health care justice issues during their year-long tenure. The Villers Fellow works as a full-time policy analyst in Families USA's Health Policy Department. The Fellowship is based in the Families USA office in Washington, D.C. and is designed to provide the fellow with a national perspective on health care justice work. 
The goals of the Villers Fellowship Program include: helping achieve Families USA's goal of guaranteed, quality, affordable health care for all; developing a network of young leaders who share a passion for social and health care justice; and inspiring Villers Fellows to continue to work for health care justice throughout their lives. Villers Fellows will work on a variety of health care justice issues and develop and understanding of the federal legislation process. They will also be exposed to different advocacy strategies, including producing analytic reports, disseminating effective messages through the media, successful coalition building, and e-advocacy techniques.
Fellows receive a salary of $38,000 and health care benefits.

[bookmark: _Toc330391582]WHITE HOUSE FELLOWS
Description
White House Fellowships offer exceptional young men and women first-hand experience working at the highest levels of the federal government.
White House Fellows typically spend a year as full-time, paid assistants to senior White House Staff, the Vice President, Cabinet Secretaries and other top-ranking government officials. Their assignments demand a capacity for quick learning and a willingness to work hard, often on issues outside of their area of expertise. Responsibilities range from chairing interagency meetings and designing and implementing federal policies, to drafting speeches for cabinet secretaries to representing their agencies on Capitol Hill and in international treaty negotiations. Job assignments are made by the Director of the President's Commission on White House Fellowships in consultation with agency officials on the basis of interviews conducted during "Placement Week".
Fellows also participate in an education program consisting of roundtable discussions with renowned leaders from the private and public sectors, and trips to study U.S. policy in action both domestically and internationally. 
Fellows receive a salary and benefits from the agency for which they work. Salary is paid uniformly at the federal pay grade GS-14, step 3. White House Fellows cannot receive compensation from any other source during their year of government service.

WWOOF organisations publish lists of organic farms, smallholdings and gardeners that welcome volunteer help at certain times. The diversity of hosts available offers a large variety of tasks and experiences.
Volunteer helpers ("WWOOFers") choose the hosts that most interest them and make direct contact to arrange a stay. Volunteers usually live as part of the family.
· WWOOF volunteers do not pay for their stay.
· WWOOF hosts do not pay volunteers for their help.
· WWOOF organisations usually charge a small fee to hosts and volunteers. This fee helps maintain and develop the WWOOF network.
· start at the beginning of June, July, or August. There is a three month minimum commitment.
