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What are Social Networks?
HowTo.gov describes Social networking sites as the following:
“Social networking sites are platforms that connect people and allow them to engage.  The most popular sites, such as Facebook, also have groups and listing features, which allow targeted organization of dialogue and sharing. Members can share comments, links, photos, videos, and more. A professional networking site, LinkedIn, offers sections for jobs, recommendations, and questions.
Social networking sites make it easy for members to connect with others who have similar interests or affiliations, and establish contact networks. Many tools such as photo-sharing (e.g., Instagram) or location-based services (e.g., Foursquare) now incorporate social networking features.”
Also included in social networking platforms would be any blog, website, or platform where opinions or views are expressed.  
When setting up your Social Networks be sure to include a disclaimer on all of your platforms.

Wall Disclaimer Example: 
Any opinions expressed on “the Wall”, except as specifically noted, are those of the individual commenter and do not necessarily represent the views, opinions, or policies of the AmeriCorps VISTA (Volunteers In Service To America) program or the Corporation for National and Community Service.
If you are an administrator for your organization’s Facebook page, blog or website, you may also want to consider adding a Comment Policy.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Comment Policy Example: 
Comments on “the Wall” are open to all, but are moderated by page administrators. Commentary, opinions, and reactions are welcome, but should be civil and on-topic. The page administrators may exercise discretion at any time to delete comments deemed uncivil, off-topic, spam, or inappropriate advertisements.  AmeriCorps VISTA members and projects are subject to the prohibitions and restrictions on lobbying, as set forth in the Domestic Volunteer Service Act of 1973, the federal statute that administers the VISTA program. 
If you are tweeting as a VISTA member, and using your personal account, please consider adding a Twitter disclaimer to your profile.
